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How to Install Hyd aulic

Mount the brackets on the four oulside comers,

slarting with the bwo front brackels. Mount 1op of

E:ur brackels sama height as 1op of ront brackels.
ig. 1)

Mark, saw, and remove bracket lenglh of trim sinp
which will ba replaced by the trackets.

Tap down ribbed aluminum with mallel 50 brackals
whI draw light fo coach.

Flace & thin strip of sealer compound on each side
of comer and acrose top of brackels,

Mount brackels so that tha thick Nat side of brackets
astend away from the eonl and rear of camper. (See
Fig. 2}

Caution should be taken 56 25 net to twist off screw
heads or strip threads in wood,

Tap down brackets and then drill kolas with 8 632"
dritl and furn in s¢rews on gllernale sides of bracks
ets. Tightan 3l screws,

Aeglighten screws in brackels afer lifting camper a
few limes.

Place Ina Rat portion of the bracksl between tho wo
langes of the clamp 1hal is on tha ack and insan a
bolt 1hrough the holes of the ¢lamp Bnd bracked,
BE SLIRE TO FLACE A FLAT WASHER UMDER THE
EBOLT HEAD AMD UNDER THE MUT. Taolites jus
enough ta keep jack from slipping.

Adjust the jack to the deésirad he:ghl, Popoat slep
Na. 9 lor the bottom ¢lamp. Retale jack 50 that
hardles facae fprward ard toward cenfar on frort
jacks and back and toward cenler on rear jacks,

Repoal sleps 9 and 10 for the remaining threa jacks,
ad,usting tha rear jacks the sama height as the frent
ones and TIGHTEN ALL NUTS SECURELY.

FRIME ALL JACKS BEFORE USING BY THE FOL-
LOWING STEPS:

Open rolcase valve ona turm, unlock salety latch at
bettam, push leg to ground and puash back up, do this
thige limes. Then with leg in down position, close
valveg fightly ard start to pump.

After ramoving camper from fruck, sel on blocks ar
on ground,  Use jacks of slabilizers, THESE
JACKS ARE FOR LOADING AND UNLOADING
ONLY. MOT FOR PERMAMNENT STORAGE OR
USE WHILE CAMPER IS IN RAISED POS|TION.

UNLOADING THE CAMPER

1. Open ielease valve control 1/2 1o 1-172 full tums.
DO MOT OPEN ANY FURTHER.

2. Remove salsty 13ich from base pad, and release
themb sgraws,

3. Push base pad to ground and be sure pad has solid,
fooling.to prévent Fpping or sinking,

4. Repeat same procedure on all lour {4) hydraulic jacks.

5 CAUTION! Again check and inspact that all tie-downs
and eleciica’ devices ara disconnecied from vehicle bordy.




. Close release vatve and nsert pumg handle, Now pump handle leves
until camper slars raising: then stop and repeat this same procedure on
all four (4} jacks. Abways siart with the twa (2] ront jacks; never the rear.

7. Ralse the front wo jacks 3° 1o 4” n-nli.vThen raize the rear fwo jacks unlil
the camper is level wilh the tront. ALWAYS BE SURE THAT THE FRONT
OF THE CAMPER IS HEYER LOWER THAN THE REAR, THE CAMFER
MUST ALWAYS 8E LEVEL, GR THE FRONT HIGHER THAN THE REAR.

8. Cortinug with the abave Iirlinc_i procedurs unlil he campar is approximatehy
&" above the truck bed or unlil it clears the highest point of the trock bed.
Adjust all units by additional raising of each umil 1o compansate for uneven
ground surface,

« Slowly drive the truck forward laking care nol ot hit or rub the camper jacks
of wheel wells.

LOADING CAMPER

. Close all releass valves and release gll thumb screws,

2. Raisg the front two jacks 3° to 4" only. Then raisa tha rear fwo jacks until
the camper is faval with the front. ALWAYS BE SURE THAT THE FRONT
OF THE CAMFER IS NEVER LOWER THAN THE REAR. THE CAMPER
MUST ALWAYS BE LEVEL, OR THE FRONT HIGHER THAN THE REARA.

3. Continue with the above lifting procedurs until the campar ts approximately
£" above {he lrock bed or untd it clears the highest point of the truck bed, -
Adust all wnits by additlonal raising of gach unil to compensate for unever
ground surface,

Cautiously back the truck urder the camper, maka sura you are aligned so
4s not to hit o fub the camper jacks, wheel walls or lenders.

& To lower campar ip truck body, opon release vatve 144 to 1/2 full tum, No
micre, Atways drop rear of camper firgl aboul 37 or 4" at a time,  Always
bweek the roar jacks first, then the front jacks until lsvel with the rear, then
foweer 1he rear jacks again, Continue with (his procedure until the desirad
height is reached. Be carelul whan lowaring |acks.

6. Secura camper lo truck body. Then ppen ralease valves 1-1/2 1o 2 tumns,
and push base pads all Ihe way up into external tube, Snap safety latch
inlo notehes on base pad and lighten thumb serew for traveling. Leave
relegce valves open 144 turn.

LOWERING CAMFER TCO GRQUND LEVEL
1. Make sura jack bas pressure, than release thumb screws,

2, Open release valve yery Slowly and start by lowering rear jacks. Always
drop the rear of the campar lirst aboul 37 10 47 at a lime. Always lower he
rear jacks first, then the fronl jacks until level with 1he rear, then lower the
rear packs again, Conlinue with this procedurs until the desired height is
reached. Be carciul when lowering jacks.

3. When camper s in it's final resting positlon, CLOSE ALL RELEASE
YALVES. Remowe handle ior storage,

CAMPER STORAGE

Do not use the jacks tor storage of camper. Camper should be lowered
and stored on a slurdy base.
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
